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Rainfall in Toft is recorded with an official Met Office rain gauge. The measurement is taken at 9.00am GMT every day, and the amount for that 24 hour period is attributed to the previous calendar day.  This data goes initially to the Environment Agency and then onwards to the Met Office.
September 2020
The rainfall this month was close to the average for September, being exactly 50.0mm, compared to 52.8mm, albeit that the bulk of the rain fell in one spell.  We had rain on only 7 days.
The year to date is now virtually on a par with the average, being 414.6mm and 425.5mm respectively.
